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Last year in Texas, 12,356 adults re-
ceived shelter from abusive relation-
ships, and 16,968 children.

Women’s Protective Services of Lub-
bock provided homes for many of these
women and children in Lubbock and

the surrounding communities.

Our Mission is to create a environment
of empowerment for women, children,
and families and to ELIMINATE Domes-

tic Violence.

Our purpose is to provide a safe envi-
ronment, offer community education
and prevention, rehabilitate violent
family members, encourage self-
